All Heparin used is supplied as 100units/ml unless otherwise ordered.

Peripheral Line-

· Adult – Heparin 100units/ml  1-3 ml

Flush after infusion or every 12 hours when not in use.

Dressing/cap change with site change every 72 hours or PRN

· Pediatric – Heparin 10units/ml  1-2 ml

Flush after infusion or every 12 hours when not in use.

(
Dressing/cap change with site change every 72 hours or PRN

PICC Line- 

· Heparin 100 units/ml  2-3 ml per Lumen

Flush after infusion or every 12 hours when not in use 

 (
Dressing/cap change weekly

Implanted Port-

· Heparin 100units/ml  5 ml

(
Flush after infusion or every 4 weeks when not in use

(
Non-coring needle/dressing/cap change weekly

Hickman-

· Heparin 100units/ml  3ml

(
Flush after infusion or every 24 hours when not in use

(
Dressing/cap change weekly

Subclavian/Jugular-

· Heparin 100units/ml  3ml per Lumen

Flush after infusion or every 12 hours when not in use

(
Dressing change 3 times weekly and cap change weekly

Groshong/PASV PICC-

· Sodium Chloride 0.9% (normal saline)  5-10ml

(
Flush after infusion or every 7 days when not in use

(
Dressing/cap change weekly

S.A.S.H.-

· Sodium Chloride 0.9% (normal saline)  use appropriate volume

Flush before and after medication, followed by Heparin Flush


(for medications incompatible with Heparin)
